The Gatekeepers gives us an in-depth analysis of what the duties of the White House Chief of Staff
are. It was not an official title until Nixon had H. R. Haldeman held that title in 1968. As explained by
author Chris Whipple the Chief of Staff maintains the focus and order in the White House. He
confers with the President and helps him keep to his agenda and not steer off course. He is the
gatekeeper and through him alone maintains the schedule and access to the oval office. His job is
that of an organizer and sees to it that the agenda of the President is staffed out to the most
effective people to do the job. The other major part of the job of Chief of Staff is to not be a yes man.
He has to have the courage to give the President bad news no matter what it is. His job determines
the success or failure of the administration. His job is more administrative and management of staff
and should not be political From Haldeman who turned out to be effective but in the end a huge
disappointment to James Baker who by and large was considered the best of all the Chiefs of Staff.
The job is very demanding and it is seldom seen that any Chief of Staff survives a full 4-year term.

Whipple gives us a seldom looked at perspective of a very key and important job.
