Conserved at Upperville, Virginia, in a striking library designed by Edward



Larrabee Barnes in consultation with Rachel Mellon, the collection is both a unique historical archive

and a day-to-day working resource. Among Rachel Mellon's own contributions to the art of garden

design are the Rose Garden and Jacqueline Kennedy Garden at the White House in Washington,

D.C. Her honors include the Officier de l'Ordre des Arts et des Lettres, the Royal Horticultural

Society's Veitch Gold Medal, and the American Horticultural Society Landscape Design Award, and

recently she has been recognized for her assistance during the restoration of the Potager du Roi at

Versailles.
