detail. The book leads readers to believe that Washington spent his early years living at Mount
Vernon. That is not entirely right! He was born in Westmoreland County, VA, then spent a few years
at Little Hunting Creek, which later became known as Mount Vernon. But for most of his younger
life, he lived at Ferry Farm which is close to Fredericksburg, VA. During his teenage years he spent
time with his brother Lawrence at Mount Vernon, then inherited the plantation after his brother’s

death.
