There is a photo of a statue of each Greek god or goddess and a column of text on each page. The
overall book design is clean and uncluttered.The language is easy to understand.There is no story
presented with any real flow to the content. Instead, the book reads like a set of flashcards. As a
result, the book serves as an introduction for each god or goddess. | thought the facts presented in
Greek Mythology for Kids: From the Gods to the Titans were helpful, but the book had a few
problems worth mentioning.In the single introductory statement, the author indicates that there are
twelve Olympians but only identifies ten in the book. Without providing any transition, the author
names four Titans. Further, although either "Titans" or "Titanes" is correct, the author should have
selected one option for consistency instead of using both terms.All of the photos are good quality;
however, the photo of the Apollo statue is cut off at the neckline, resulting in a nude, headless
image that oddly stands out in the book. | wondered why the author did not select a better photo.
The oversight diminished the overall quality seen in the rest of the book.! think the book would have
been more helpful with a coherent introduction, transition point and ending.Disclaimer: | received

described, most in the form of statues. The photo’s were great, the descriptions were short and
lacking any real substance. The book might hold the interest of a very young child, but my 10 year
