I'm really glad | decided to re-read this,
even though | don’t often re-read books.For parents, yes, in "Dahl fashion" there is a bit of colorful
language in this book. Read it first. Or better yet, read it with your kids and use it as an opportunity
for discussion. If your child is younger, and you’re reading to them, you could always substitute
words, | suppose. Kids hear a lot worse in "real life" on network tv nowadays, so don’t let that hinder

the enjoyment you could get out of the story.
