Everyone is flawed, but lovable in some way, except for Hugh. (You will see why if you read this gift



of a book.) I love bookstores (or "bookshops" as they are called in England), so setting a novel in

one makes the story extra special for me. Across the generations, the town folk come together,

helping a daughter grieve for her father, and becoming part of her life. There will be a wedding,

music, cooking, a possible new love for several characters, and changes in the lives of all the

characters.
