Despite

their obvious differences, Bud and Lily love each other deeply and have a strong sibling bond.

Together,

they launched Oh, Brother! as a cartoon feature with King Features in June 2010.

'Oh, Brother! Brat Attack' by Bob Weber with illustrations by Jay Stephens is a playful book full of

cartoons that show the fun side of sibling rivalry.Sister Lily and younger brother Bud are the stars of

this series of comics. She looks after him, and he looks for ways to annoy her. He is a typical little



brother: willing to eat your cupcake, but not willing to do the chores. Bud gives as good as he gets

though. Lily may seem to get the worst of things, but she gets Bud back. Lest I make you think this

is just a big fight between two siblings, there are also moments of genuine affection between them.

Bud and Lily really care about each other.The humor is great and so is the art. I enjoyed this and it

brought back memories of times with my brother and sister.
