Though the looming war in Europe caused them to separate, they never fell out of love with each
other. Their story of love overcoming impossible odds was one of the few Holocaust stories with a
happy ending. They spent the remainder of their lives in Los Angeles, where Walter was a
well-known agent representing actors, authors and directors.Frederick Kohner, Walter?s brother,
who helped edit this book, came to Los Angeles before the war. He became the well-known author

of the Gidget series, and Kikki of Montparnasse. --This text refers to the Paperback edition.

Hanna and Walter are young and in love- the tale of their blossoming romance told by each
individual is a delight to read.
