Haywood examines Norse history from its beginnings in legends and

sagas and moves forward through time until the end of the Viking Age. I liked how Haywood broke

up the history of the Northmen by geography: Denmark, Norway, Sweden, Frisia, Frankia,

Normandy, England, Scotland, Ireland, Wales, Isle of Man, Orkney, Hebrides, Iceland, Greenland,

etc. This book helped me paint a complete picture in my mind of the many facets of Norse culture

and history. Too many books focus exclusively on raids and sea kings, but this book tells the ironic

historical tale of the cultural and religious assimilation of the conquering Norse into the civilizations

and peoples that they were conquering.
