But since you inadvertently started a war between The Red Court of Vampires and the Wizards

there doesnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t seem to be any way to get around being stuck in the middle.I think

that Jim Butcher is getting better at writing this series. While IÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢m still not a huge fan

of Harry specifically I like most of the side characters enough that it doesnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t matter.

Despite the very obvious shortcomings of the first 2 books, they have steadily gotten more

interesting as I keep reading. Book 3 ended with a cliffhanger indicating that there would be a larger

story arc in play for subsequent books. I'm happy to say that this is the first in the series I've felt



comfortable giving the full 5 stars.I had almost given up after books 1 and 2, and it's a shame that a

lot of people probably will give up. If you can grin and bare it, it's most definitely worth it to continue.

This book was pretty great, and I can't wait to get the next installment.

Wow, this one was fun. On some levels, it was actually a few steps lighter in tone than Grave Peril.

Which I didnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t mind because it shifted focus in order to add a layer of incredibly

important world-building to the series. Where Grave Peril developed the idea of the Vampire Courts

and the monstrous Red Court vampires, Summer Knight fleshes out the Faerie Courts, specifically

the Winter Court and Queen Mab, both of which are heavily foreshadowed to be important elements

later in the series.What I really like about Butcher is his ability to introduce entirely new concepts

while continuing to develop previous plot lines. Without missing a beat, Butcher manages to

seamlessly tie the vampire and faerie story lines together without forcing the former to unnecessarily

interfere with the latter. We are always aware of the vampire plot unfolding in the background,

occasionally affecting HarryÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s life even while heÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s primarily

dealing with the fey ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€• nothing is lost in the transition from one distinct mythos to the

other. To manage such a complex and multifaceted universe takes a lot of skill and planning. Again,

I applaud Butcher for his plotting skills. They have yet to disappoint me.Like in previous books, we

are introduced to another new group of characters, while recurring characters either appear as

important figures or peripheral figures. Like in previous books, these characters are well-established

from the get-go; Butcher gives you all the details you need to understand their personalities and

motivations ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€• at least from HarryÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s perspective, which is the one

that matters, given the POV. Like in previous books, all the new characters tie in perfectly with the

plot and make excellent additions to the ever-growing cast. You can easily see how many of the

new characters can and will fit into future plot lines.In other words, this book was excellent.
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
