As a graduation present this was perfect. | had conversations with two different 20-somethings who
were about to launch job searches. They have reported back that they have used various
suggestions and information from the book. | was prompted to buy the book because one of the two
literally thought there was no problem wearing her nose ring to an interview at a conservative
government office job interview.
