This volume is a revision of her earlier Colored Pencil Fast
Techniques (Watston-Guptill, 1988). It fits well in the "Basic Techniques" series, with individual
sections on tools, drawing surfaces, etc., giving way to discussions of sophisticated techniques of
layering, burnishing, and lifting color. An excellent chapter of studio tips is added. Warr's work
strives to be comprehensive but fails for lack of space, and its scattershot style will confuse the
beginner for whom it was written.
