This short book is an effort to respond positively to this challenge of summarizing Christian faith and
practice from the perspective of a believer. Even though it is written primarily as a brief description
of Mennonite faith and practice, at a deeper level it is also intended as a response to the questions
posed by my Japanese friend about what Christians in general believe. "Always be prepared,"” we
read in 1 Peter, "to give an answer to everyone who asks you to give the reason for the hope that
you have" (3:15). This is one effort to do just that: to give a simple account of the Christian

convictions that have sustained the Mennonite church for nearly five hundred years.
