that he and his fellow Calvinists from Geneva came to know, including their religious beliefs and his

unsuccessful attempts to explain to them the doctrines of the Christian religion. Although Lery wrote

the book as a defense against VillegagnonÃ¢Â€Â™s charge that the Huguenots caused the failure

of the colony, the majority of the book describes the Tupinamba people. As such, it provides

interesting insights into the life of that indigenous people and also the conflict of cultures and beliefs

that the Christian missionaries encountered.

The one thing I found really frustrating is that this translation doesn't contain Lery's transcriptions of

Tupinamba melodies. I mean, what a fascinating thing that is for musicians, and for non-musicians,

well, they only take up a few pages, so I can't understand why they were left out.Otherwise a great



translation of a fascinating book.

I read these books mostly for the narrative and this one didn't have a lot of narrative.It did have

some interesting bits from time to time.It was also interesting to read about a tribe that was openly,

indisputably cannibalistic instead of just strongly-suspected.Very short, about 200 pages of primary

text. Beautifully introduced, translated and annotated, for sure.I still don't know what a breviary is

and I don't want to.
