Turtle Travels to Paris, it's OK. The story is educational if a bit wordy, and includes a glossary of

French words and place names. I'm not sure why a Fairy God Turtle is necessary, when the entire

trip is obviously a dream. (Though why is Tino wearing bunny slippers while in Paris but not in his

bed at home?) And some elements are just odd, for example, Tino using a friendless orphan as a

free tour guide! I am not enamored of the illustrations but perhaps that is down to personal

preference.I suppose I am most bothered by the incessant claims that this book is a multiple award

winner and thus somehow a better choice. Paying for awards doesn't make it so. There are other

children's fantasy travel books to consider, notablyÃ‚Â From Kalamazoo to Timbuktu!.
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
