The photos are black and white, their
quality like Xrox. Table of contents pages numbers don’t match the actual numbers. As for the
walks, some are amazingly trivial, like the Royal Mile (do we need a guide to tell us to walk down

the most touristy street in Edinburgh ?) or really off the track. It's the worst guide I've ever bought.
