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"Why do I have to have moral issues with killing someone? I feel like such a hypocrite! It's worse

than a vegetarian touting organically grown steaks." (Eric, physics teacher, involuntary vampire, and

part-time demon slayer) Eric didn't ask to be a vampire. In fact he didn't even believe in them. Biting

your own tongue with your fangs does a lot of convincing. Even so, being a part-time undead isn't

as easy as you might think. It can let you hold down a day job, true, but sometimes the night "life"

can be more than a little difficult, what with those bloodthirsty urges and predatory instincts kicking

in. Luckily for Eric he can rely on his trusty steed and her unwavering support, his flaming sword and

its sarcastic wit, and his own snarky sense of humor.
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Eric is a very ordinary college professor living a very ordinary life until one evening something

changes and suddenly he finds himself dealing with changes in his life. He begins to fall in love with

life and all the changes and adventures that it brings. Magic. Violence. Love. Travel to distant

places, which is the biggest change. He is also very moral in character and seems to take his new

self with a great amount of responsibility. Although, he lived a very ordinary life as a human,

vampirism has given him a new sense of power that he wields with the consciousness and morality

of Sir Galahad. I would LOVE to have Eric as President. He doesnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t just make

quick putzi decisions, he thinks through each angel and admits to making mistakes when that

happens. In his new home, he goes quickly from stranger to master leaving behind a pregnant lover



before his duties take him away, and Mr. Whited leaves us wanting more.Reviewing a series is

never an easy thing to do.
